NEEDSNOTED BY A DISTRICT 5440 ROTARIAN ON THE

GROUND IN DISASTER AREA

Charles Bonza is a Rotarian from Estes Park RC and is currently serving in New York with
FEMA for the Hurricane Sandy disaster. He has been on the ground in the area of the Rock-
aways, Howard Beach, and Beach Channel since November 3. The first 3 weeks there was no
power and because of the surge of sea water most boilers were damaged (8400) in Howard
Beach alone. So now, even though there might be light there is no heat. Particularly in the Far
Rockaway area where FEMA established a Disaster Recovery Center, there is also a hot food
service once a day and lines of people receiving their nourishment and water that way.

Because of the cold, Charles purchased 30 Honeywell room heaters for about $37 each. The
heaters have found their way to classrooms to keep the teachers and kids at least in the 60 degre
range. There are many homes and more school rooms without heat and the only possibility is
room heaters. There is great need to purchase more heaters. It's getting cold and power is avail
able most places. Most people want to stay in their homes because in New York there isn't much
in the way of other lodging or shelters.

If you want to help you can purchase one a room heaters (or more than one if you wish)
online through Walmart, or any other retailer, and have the item shipped directly to the distribu-
tion point where the hot food is served everyday. The distribution point is the Nazarene Church
site on 1414 Central Ave in Far Rockaway, attention: Reverend Mullens.
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
